Entertainer Code of Conduct
1. Please report to the appropriate stage at least 30 minutes before performance time.  Be in place 10 minutes before performance time.  Report to the Stage Manager and Sound Technician.

2. Please use your allotted time appropirately.  For example, a 30 minute performance should include 2 ½ minutes set up, 25 minutes performing, and 2 ½ minutes tear down.  If your act includes a costume change, you must have enough dancers to continue the performance while the others change.  Please do not allow any dead time other than the 2 ½ minutes before and 2 ½ minutes after your act.

3. If your group must cancel its performance, please notify the Entertainment Chairperson at least 24 hours before your scheduled day and time.  

4. All rehearsing must be done back stage without sound.  This shows your professionalism and respect to other performers.

5. Please quietly check the stage without disturbing others.  Any needed adjustments must be discussed back stage.

6. The Festival entertainer dressing areas are small.  The dressing area is limited to performers, their costumes and props.  No friends or family members are permitted.  Only sealed food and beverages are permitted.  Please be sure to clean up any accidents or inform the Stage Manager immediately.

7. This Code of Conduct must be signed and returned with the completed application.
